3. Research Field & Job Description: Research and education mainly on geology including field 
works. The successful candidate will be expected to belong to the Geology Group, and handle 
education and research guidance in graduate and undergraduate programs. 
 

4. Term: 5 years from the date of appointment (1 April, 2026 or as soon as possible thereafter). 
Performance evaluation based on the “Regulations on the Tenure Track System at Kobe University” 
will be conducted by the date four years after the appointment. If the candidate meets certain 
standards, they will be appointed as a tenured assistant professor. 
 

5. Qualifications: Applicants must hold a doctoral degree (or equivalent qualification at the time of 
employment) and be capable of lecturing and performing administrative duties in Japanese.
